At this point, when a person’s soul is humbled to the state of complete self
effacement, it begins to flow towards God in the form of a running spring and it
becomes completely detached from all other relations beside Allah. At that time,
the love of God Almighty descends upon such a person. At the time of this union, a
unique condition is born through two surges of fervour: the fervour of providence
surges forth from above and the fervour of man’s servitude surges forth from
below.

This phenomenon is known as salat or Prayer. It is this very Prayer which
incinerates evil, and leaves behind a divine light and brilliance in its stead, so that
this may serve as a shining lamp for the seeker on their pathin the face of dangers
and perils; and so that it may show a seeker all the rubbish, debris, thorns and
stones that may obstruct their way, thus safeguarding them. It is in this state that
the verse:
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(Surely, Prayer restrains one from indecency and manifest evil)
(29:46)

becomes applicable, because not in their hand, rather, in the niche of their heartis a
shining lamp. This rank is attained through utmost humility, through complete self-
effacement, through lowliness and absolute obedience. How then can such an
individual even think of sin? Such a one can never disbelieve, nor turn their gaze
towards indecency. Therefore, such an individual experiences such pleasure and
such satisfaction that I am at aloss for words to explainit fully.

Though
this month’s edition is focused on Salat -
a right we owe to God — my message is
focused on the theme for this year,
Hugooq al-Ibad, or the rights owed to
mankind.




MESSAGE FROM
SADR MAJLIS

Just as we are commanded in the Holy Qur’an to pray, we are also
instructed to fulfill the rights of, and serve, mankind. In fact, the Holy
Prophet (sa) was emphatically told by Allah the Almighty that He would
be more lenient in forgiving those who failed to fulfil His rights, but
would hold those accountable who would fail to fulfil the rights of
mankind.

Thus, it is a primary responsibility for us as Ahmadi Muslim youth to
strive and fulfill the rights of one another, not just of our Community
members, but also of those around us. Firstly, however, it is
imperative that we understand why we should be inclined toward
fulfilling the rights of mankind. Allah the Almighty says in the Holy
Qur’an:
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"It is not righteousness that you turn your faces to the East or the West, but
truly righteous is he who believes in Allah and the Last Day and the angels and the
Book and the Prophets, and spends his money for love of Him, on the kindred and
the orphans and the needy and the wayfarer and those who ask for charity, and
for ransoming the captives.” (2:178)

I want to emphasise on the part of the verse where Allah the Almighty states
that we serve humanity — we sacrifice our wealth and time in service to
humanity — out of love for Allah. If we do not truly love Allah, then we will not be
able to serve His creation. Love for Allah can motivate us to go to any length in
order to fulfill His commandments.

This, then, begs the question: how do we fulfill the rights of mankind?



The Holy Qur’an is full of instructions for believers on how they can fulfill
these rights. In great detail, Allah the Almighty has outlined the rights of all
factions of society, be they family, friends, the general public, or even the
weaker and deprived factions of society such as orphans, the needy, and

those traveling. This is just the tip of the iceberg. At this moment, I want to
highlight some of the rights we owe to the various factions of people in
our lives. We should try our best to always be mindful of these.

PARENTS

The people most deserving of our love, kindness and service are our parents.
Allah the Almighty instructs us to treat our parents with kindness in many
instances in the Holy Qur’an. For example, Allah the Almighty states:
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“Thy Lord has commanded, ‘Worship none but Him, and show kindness to
parents. If one of them or both of them attain old age with thee, never say
unto them any word expressive of disgust nor reproach them, but address
them with excellent speech.” (17:24)

Under the commentary of this verse, Hazrat Musleh Maud (ra) states:

“After commanding us to firmly believe in the Oneness of God, Allah has
commanded us to treat our parents with kindness; parents draw our attention
toward God Almighty, too; They are a manifestation of the laws of nature that
draw us towards the laws of the Shariah; they are a testament to the One Who
created us... Thus, God commanded us to treat our parents with kindness after
commanding us to believe in His Unity. Humans cannot return the favours of
Allah the Almighty. For this reason, whilst mentioning God Almighty in this
verse, we are told that we cannot return His favour. However, we can return
the favour of our parents. Thus, we are clearly commanded to do so.”



Hazrat Musleh Maud (ra) further states:

“The word 31 is a word for reproach, which means to express aversion; in other
words, to say that you dislike something. The word , 45refers to practically show
your dislike toward something. Thus, you must not express, nor practically
demonstrate anything hurtful toward your parents.

Islam has given special guidance pertaining to serving parents. The Holy Prophet
(sa) has said, ‘Whoever was given the opportunity to serve any of his parents
and was unable to have his sins forgiven, God will curse him.’ This means that this
is such an excellent opportunity to do good, that if he is not able to attain the
grace of God thereby, thereis no way for him to enter paradise.”

FAMILY AND CLOSE RELATIVES

After our parents, those most deserving of our kindness and service are our
other family members and close relatives. This includes our wives, children,
siblings and extended family. In respect to our wives and children, Allah the
Almighty says:
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“And one of His Signs is this, that He has created wives for you from among
yourselves that you may find peace of mind in them, and He has put love and
tenderness between you. In that surely are Signs for a people who reflect.”
(30:22)

In this verse, Allah the Almighty has taught us that as a result of showing our
wives love and affection, we will find comfort in them. In Islam, being good
toward your wives is given great importance. In fact, one of the last matters
about which the Holy Prophet (sa) advised his people before his demise was that
the men should be good to their women.



He emphasized this point. Furthermore, according to chapter 2, verse 234 of the Holy
Qur’an, men are also responsible for providing for their wives; they must feed, clothe and
provide them with aroof over their heads. These are allrights that Allah the Almighty will
hold us accountable to. With regards to our children, we have all heard of this prayer in
Surah Al-Furgan:

“Our Lord, grant us of our wives and children the delight of our eyes, and make us a model
for therighteous.” (25:75)

Tafsir-e-Kabir, Vol. 6, pp. 325-326
In the commentary of this verse, Hazrat Musleh Maud (ra) writes:

“If the Muslims — during their time of rule — maintained the high moral standard that is
mentioned in this chapter; if they prayed day and night to Allah the Almighty to be
granted a progeny that becomes the delight of their eyes; if they did not neglect the
pious upbringing of their children; then those pitiful kings who dedicated their kingship to
luxury and vanity would not have come about from the Ummah of Muhammad (sa)... This
downfall of the Muslims occurred because they continued to forget the responsibilities of
the Servants of the Gracious God... If the future Muslims learn for this and pay heed to
giving their children a pious upbringing; if they pray to God Almighty that their children
are firmly established on goodness, not just during their lives but even after their death;
if they pray that they are a source of delight for their eyes; then Muslims can still yet
recover their longlost wealth.”

Thus, as fathers, we have a tremendous role to play in the pious upbringing of our
children. This is a great right we owe to them which Allah the Almighty will hold us
accountable for.

Thereafter, we have rights that we owe to our siblings and other close relatives. In
chapter 4, verse 37, of the Holy Qur’an, Allah the Almighty states:

“And show kindness to parents, and to kindred, and orphans, and the needy, and to the
neighbour that is a kinsman and the neighbour that is a stranger, and the companion by
your side, and the wayfarer, and those whom your right hands possess.”



THE POOR AND NEEDY

On countless occasions, Allah the Almighty has instructed us to help the poor
and helpless. The word used for such people is w;'*-" You can find this
word throughout the Holy Qur’an. In Chapter 2, verse 178, Allah the Almighty
has mentioned the poor after commanding us to serve and help our parents
and close relatives. In the commentary of this verse, Hazrat Musleh Maud (ra)
writes:

“Thirdly, Allah has mentioned the helpless and those in need — who do not
have enough money to fulfill their needs. In particular, they are those who do
not beg others. Despite being poor, they possess lofty morals; they
preserve their dignity and cannot stand to be humiliated by begging others.” :

Tafsir-e-Kabir, Vol. 3, p. 138
Thus, we should be on the lookout for not only those who seek our help, but

also those who — whilst preserving their dignity — refrain from extending an
asking hand.

THE TRAVELER

Allah the Almighty has also commanded us to serve travelers and fulfill their
needs. In the commentary of the same verse, Hazrat Musleh Maud (ra)
states: “Fourthly, Allah has mentioned the traveler. Here, Allah the Almighty
has not stipulated that the traveler must be poor. From this, we can gather
that we must help poor travelers, but if we are presented with an
opportunity to help a traveler who is well-off, we must help them, too. It
may be that although such a person is af fluent, he may have lost his wealth
on his journey.®



THE ORPHANS

Unlike any other faith, Islam greatly emphasises caring for orphans. In fact,
all the verses mentioned thus far have also mentioned orphans. In the Holy
Qur’an, Allah the Almighty commands us to raise orphans, to safeguard any
wealth that their parents may have left for them, and to return that wealth
to them once they have grown older. The Holy Prophet (sa) has also said,
“The one who gives a life to an orphan will be as close to me in paradise as
these two fingers,” and then he raised in index and middle finger, signifying
that they would be very close. Just this saying of the Holy Prophet (sa) is
enough to demonstrate the importance of caring for orphans.

This was just a glimpse into the rights we owe to mankind. There are our
neighbours, our fellow brothers and sisters in our greater circles in society,
there are animals and the living organisms in the various ecosystems around
the world. Islam imparts teachings to care for all of these. And the blessings
attached to fulfilling these rights are unfathomable.

The verse cited in the beginning of the message sheds light on the fact that
by fulfiling these rights, we will attain true righteousness, we will attain true
goodness. If we pray our whole lives but neglect humanity, our prayers and
worship, our sacrifices will mean amount to nothing in the sight of God.

Thus, this year, let us focus on truly fulfiling the rights of mankind in order to
attain the love of Allah the Almighty. I pray that Allah enables us to become
servants of humanity and to become those who fulfill the rights of all the
peopleinour lives. Ameen.

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PRAYER

THE FIRST QUESTION ASKED

“The first thing for which a person will be brought to
account on the Day of Judgement will be his Salat.”

(Sunan al-Nasai, Kitab al-Salat, Hadith 466)




Despite encountering this saying of the Holy Prophet (sa) numerous times
during my upbringing as an Ahmadi Muslim boy, it gained deeper meaning for
me when Iread it alongside this verse of the Holy Qur’an:
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“I have not created the Jinn and the men but that they may worship me.”

(Adh-Dhariyat:57)

As we embark on a specific errand, the foremost inquiry upon our
return is whether we accomplished it; otherwise, the trip is
considered futile! Even viewing this from an intelligent student's
perspective, one would diligently invest every possible effort in
preparing for the most crucial mandatory question in an exam, as it
ultimately decides their success or failure. The Promised Messiah (as)
says:

“Prayer is the Right of Allah; fulfil it well...Even if the entire house is
destroyed, let it be, but do not discard the prayer.”

(Malfuzat, Vol.6, pp.370)

After establishing the paramount importance of readiness for this
fundamental question and acknowledging the considerable effort
invested over our lifetimes in this pursuit, one begins to contemplate
whether the mere physical actions of Salat genuinely fulfill this
Quranic injunction. The Promised Messiah (as) describes the spiritual
condition of Muslims that prevails in this age:

“their prayers are but aritual and their fasting mere starvation”
(Lecture Sialkot, pp. 30)

A noteworthy 'discovery' I made while growing up, delving into
Tafsir-e-Kabir (the commentary of the Holy Qur’an by Hazrat Mirza
Bashiruddin Mahmud Ahmad (ra), was that the Holy Qur’an doesn't
merely demand believers to offer Salat; rather, it emphasizes
"igamah-tus-salat" (§9_L.2_3| |9_£.$.3“T), a rich and comprehensive term
with profound meanings.

SIX MEANIIgIGS OF

IQAMATUS SALAT
(THE OBSERVANCE

OF PRAYER):

1- REGULAR OBSERV ANCE OF PRAYER

A prayer wherein there is an intermittence is not
considered true prayer in Islam, because prayer is not
of temporary deeds.

2 - FULFILMENT OF ALL REQUIREMENTS

For example, performing Wudu’ (ablution), offering at
the appointed time, perform the actions of Qiyam,
Ruku’, Sajdah and Qa‘dah correctly. Until the fulfilment
of the conditions is possible, to disregard them is sin.
However, when it is impossible to fulfil the conditions,
to abandon prayer due to their unavailability is a sin.

3-TOERECT A FALLINGPRAYER

Those worshippers, whose thoughts remain dispersed,
if they continue to try and beautify their prayers and
remain attentive, they will be striving to erect their
prayer whenever it is falling.

4 - TOENCOURAGE & MOTIVATE OTHERS
FOR PRAYER

One manner in which to erect something is to make it
common and to encourage others to it. In addition to
praying themselves, they keep instructing others to
pray as well, and make those who are negligent prompt
and vigilant.

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5-PRAYER IN CONGREGATION

Wherever the Holy Qur’an has enjoined prayer, it has
instructed for prayer to be offered in congregation.
Nowhere is it ordered that one simply offers prayers
alone. As such, an individual who abandons prayer in
congregation, except in the case that he is ill, out of
town, or other Muslims are not present, even if he
offers his prayer at home, it shall not be accepted, and
he shall be considered as one who abandons the prayer.

6 - To of fer Prayer with Complete Attention,
Togetherness, and Vigilance

The prayer be offered in an attentive manner and with
vigilance, because thoughts are dispersed as a result of
laziness and negligence, and the essence of prayer is
lost. (Tafsir Kabir, Vol.1, pp. 104)

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Our beloved Imam, Hazrat Khalifatul
Masih V (May Allah be his Helper!),
consistently underscores supplication,
worship, and particularly Igamatus Salat,
emphasizing the importance of studying
and emulating the exemplary life of our
Beloved Master, the Holy Prophet (sa).
On one such occasion, he remarked:

“Now let us see the actual examples of
Igamatus Salat in the real world. The
personality, which the Creator of the
universe, Allah, has presented as a
perfect model is that of the Holy
Prophet Muhammad (sa). The Holy
Prophet (sa) fulfilled the right of
Igamatus Salat so beautifully that Allah
testified that his prayers, his worship,
his living and dying, were all for His sake,
the Lord of all the worlds, The Holy
Prophet(sa) has stated: “O People! I like
three things from this world, but I tell
you that Qurratu ‘aini fis-salat that the
delight and pleasure of my eyes is in the
observance of prayer’(Bukhari). The
Promised Messiah (as) describes in one
of his couplets:

All edicts that came from
God, he acted upon them all;
He to|c| us all the secrets - he

is the gift of the Giver

(Ruhani Khaza'in Vol. 20, p. 456)
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From the blessed life of the Holy Prophet (sa) we learn that:

e He used to stand in the prayer till both his feet or legs
swelled and upon asking why he offered such an
unbearable prayer, he replied, ‘Should I not be a
thankful servant?’

e In a state of travel, he would stop the travelling
caravan and shorten or combine the prayers.

e In the case of rain, he would also offer his prayers upon
his ride, undeterred by excuses.

e When impossible to offer his prayers while standing
when he was severely wounded after falling off a
horse, he did not like that he should miss the
congregational prayer, and led the prayer while sitting.

e In the Battle of Uhud, he was weakened by severe
wounds and was also grieved by the martyrdom of
seventy of his Companions, yet he offered his prayers
in congregation even on that day

e During his final illness, he was suffering from a severe
temperature, and was drifting in and out of a state of
consciousness. In anxiety, he would ask again and again,
“Isit time for prayer?

e He placed both hands on two Companions and went to
the mosque in such a state that his feet were being
dragged behind him. The Holy Prophet(sa) led the
prayers sitting beside Hazrat Abu Bakr (ra) and thus set
such an example of Igamatus Salat that it shall remainun
paralleled until the end of time.

The advent of the Promised Messiah(as) in this age is a proof that
Prophet (sa) is forever alive and as a continuation of his spiritual
blessings, God has sent into the world the Promised Messiah(as).
